The school will be closed on all public holidays.  Parents will be notified if students are not required at school for any extraordinary reason.

BEHAVIOURAL STANDARDS
The school’s behavioural standards have been established in partnership with our community over a long period of time. The standards reflect the community’s expectations of our young people in terms of behaviour, dress and personal presentation. Students are expected to follow these rules and from this develop their own set of standards. Complying with these expectations is a learning experience, and students learn to model behaviour that: 
· Promotes learning, including the learning of others
· Promotes and maintains safety and security
· Reflects a high degrees of self-respect and self-discipline and personal presentation
· Acknowledges the need to show respect for others and their property
· Recognises the need for tolerance and considerate for others
· Values the natural and physical environment 
· Follows the laws of New Zealand and policies of the Wanganui High School 

· Promotes the traditions and reputation of Wanganui High School
Negative behaviour is challenged and a range of consequences are imposed including the recording of demerit points.
PARENT INVOLVEMENT & SUPPORT

The school views successful education to be the result of the interaction between three parties; the school, the student and their family.  We are fortunate that we serve a community of parents who care for their children and support the school. The school expects parental involvement and values and input parents have into the school and for the support of their youngsters they provide.
When students are experiencing difficulties they will find that the school will seek the input of parents to help resolve issues.
SCHOOL UNIFORM

When parents enrol their children at Wanganui High School, they accept the conditions related to uniform and student self-presentation.  All students are required to wear the school uniform as prescribed.

All girls’ and boys’ uniform items are available at the Wanganui High School uniform shop.  All items are of particular colour, style and material chosen specifically for Wanganui High School.  Scarves and gloves may be hand-knitted in the approved shade.  All items of uniform MUST be named.  Parents are advised to name and insure the clothing and personal effects of their children.  The will do everything possible to ensure students’ property, but can accept no liability for loss, theft or damage.

Students are expected to be clean, tidy, clean shaven and presented appropriately and well at all times.  The Board of Trustees has delegated to the Principal the authority to rule on all matters relating to uniform (including clothing, footwear, hair, jewellery, ornamentation and/or skin embellishments) as he sees fit and in accordance with the guidelines set out in association with the Uniform List and Guidelines (see included).

Cycle helmets are compulsory as required by law.

Cellphones, I Pods and other electrical equipment are not to be brought to school and school bags should be plain and graffiti free.

Computers are brought to school at the owner’s risk.

HOMEWORK

The school expects students to complete one to two hours per night.

These are average guidelines.  If no specific homework is set, students should review notes, read and summarise work, check the Wanganui High School website – http://www.wanganui-high.school.nz
The school provides a Homework Centre in the Library after school.  At times staff may direct students to this centre to complete work previously set for homework, but in general students are encouraged to use the facilities on a self-referral basis.
All Year 9 students are provided with a Homework Diary by the school.

STATIONERY
The school can no longer compete with local businesses in terms of normal class requirements.  The best value option for parents is buy through local retailers.  The school will provide a stationery list to students at the start of the school year and stationery should not be bought without reference to that list.  The school homework diary is available through the school.  Textbooks are provided by the school as required but must be paid for if damaged or lost. A guideline for first week basic stationery requirements (Year 9) is as follows: 5 x 1B5 Exercise Books and 1 Maths Book

FEES
When parents enroll their children at Wanganui High School, they accept that they will pay a ‘family contribution’ in accordance with the rates set out below and pay the subject fees as required.  The Board appreciates the fact that our families support the school in this way.  We issue receipts for taxation purposes in relation to the ‘family contribution’, which qualifies as a donation.  Without the support of families in paying these fees, the quality of education offered by Wanganui High School, including such things as the Library, sports equipment and the provision of computers, would be seriously affected.

SUBJECT FEES


In subjects where materials are consumed or items are supplied by the school as essential requirements of the course e.g. course booklets, art materials, workshop materials, etc, fees are set each year by the Board of Trustees.

Families are sent accounts relating to their fees at the beginning of each term and/or semester.  The exact amount will vary from student to student depending on which subjects are taken, however, Year 9 and Year 10 students pay a standard fee which covers almost all costs associated with each of their subjects.  To help the parents of Year 9 students plan ahead and to budget for the start of the year, a summary of fees is set out below.  Note – the basic boys’ and girls’ summer uniform cost, including Physical Education clothing, but not shoes, is approximately $250.00.

Parents should contact the Principal if they have any difficulty in making payments of any fees.

The Years 9 and 10 subject fee will pay for all costs as set out below:

Note:  If you have two or more children at school the ‘activity fee’ is significantly reduced; each family will receive details specific to their family in the first few weeks of Term 1.

SPORTS FEES
If your child plays sport, e.g. netball, rugby etc, affiliation fees must be paid to the school and will be passed on to the appropriate sports organization.  As fees vary from sport to sport, the amount payable will be notified by the school or team coach each year.  Payments should be sent to the school’s Bursar or Student Centre.

AQUATIC PROGRAMME
In keeping with New Zealand’s Physical Education Curriculum, students are required to take part in swimming and water-based education.  This is carried out at the Springvale Aquatic Centre and cost $25 per year.  A separate notice will be sent by the school at the time.

AUTOMATIC PAYMENT FACILITY
Wanganui High School operates an automatic payment facility for the payment of fees.  Parents who wish to use this facility should contact the school’s Bursar.  If students bring in payment, they should make payment to the Student Centre at the start of the day, in a named envelope.

PASSES
A system of passes operates in the school aimed at ensuring your child’s safety.

Lunch:
Students, whose parents wish them to ear at their own home for lunch, must obtain an application form from the Student Centre.  Only students who live within a short distance of the school will receive lunch passes.

Vehicle:
Students, whose parents wish them to bring a motor vehicle to school, must obtain an application form which sets out conditions from the Student Centre.  The school is concerned that, due to the lack of parking, the congestion on Purnell Street and the pressure on students by peers to provide others with transport, cars should only be brought when no other suitable means of transport is available.

Bus:
Students who meet the requirements to enable them to travel to school by bus will be issued with a clear identification pass.  Details of eligibility may be obtained from the Student Centre.

If a student needs to leave school during the day, they must report to the Student Centre to gain
permission and to sign out.  When they return they must sign in.

REPORTING TO PARENTS
· Newsletters – normally published on the last Thursday of each month via the “River City Press” newspaper.  These newsletters are also available on the school website.  

· Special newsletters are sent home with students as required.

· Formal reports – these are issued twice a year for all students.

· Parent-Teacher interviews – are held for seniors and juniors at appropriate times of the year.

ABSENCES/SICKNESS/EMERGENCIES
· If a student is going to be absent, the Student Centre needs to be informed (Ph: 349 0177) before 8.30am.

· If parents have not contacted the Student Centre in relation to an absence, a note of explanation must be provided on the first day they return to school.

· Students who report sick while at school will go to the sick bay until parents can be contacted.

· Days absent will be reported to parents on the formal report form.

LOCKERS
All Year 9 students who wish to have a locker will be provided with an application form during the first few days of school.  There is a rental of $5 per year, which helps maintain lockers.
Unfortunately, there are not enough corridors at Wanganui High School to house enough lockers for every student.  Therefore priority is given to Year 9 students.

Note:  
Although lockers can help reduce the need to carry books in bags, the reality is that many students find the need to go to their locker (often not near their next class) to change their books, etc, more of a problem than an advantage.  The result is that although many students ask for a locker, they often stop using them after the first 4-6 weeks.

CANTEEN
The school has worked hard to provide a canteen facility second to none in New Zealand.  The standard of food and prices are extremely good, offering a variety of healthy foods.  Students are not permitted to leave the school grounds to buy lunch.

OTHER
· The use of cellphones and music players during school hours is not permitted.  They will be removed from students if seen or heard and may need to be retrieved by parents.  Parents should not text or phone students during the day.  Parents should contact the Student Centre if they need to communicate with their son or daughter.

· Bicycles can be locked in the bike cage, but should also be individually locked.

Guidelines Associated with Wanganui High School Uniform, Standard of Dress and Personal Presentation

Regulations relating to uniform cover all items of clothing, including footwear, as prescribed in the official uniform, and standards of personal presentation including:

· The manner in which the uniform is worn

· Jewellery, ornamentation and/or skin embellishment

· The length, colour, style and/or arrangement of hair
      1.     The uniform should be clean, tidy and named.

2. The uniform is to be worn neatly.  Boys are expected to have their socks up.  All students should have their ties done up and their shirts tucked in.  If a t-shirt or singlet is worn, it is to be plain white. 
3. The boys’ formal uniform can be worn by students in Years 11, 12 and 13.  Senior boys who  wish to wear the formal uniform must fill in an application form from the Student Centre, to gain permission.  The right to wear the dress uniform may be withdrawn should the conditions not be met. 

4. All uniform items should be in a good state of repair.

5. All sports teams are expected to be in the prescribed uniform for all games.  Sports uniform provided by the school is only to be worn while involved in sports related activities.

6. Blazers, jackets and “special ties” are only to be worn by students entitled to wear them.

7. The only jewellery that may be worn includes:

a. one plain, small, stud or plain, small, sleeper in each ear

b. one watch

c. one approved neck-piece or similar of cultural significance, approved by the Principal.

8. Unofficial garments and jewellery are permitted only at the discretion of the Principal.

9. Shoes
Winter:

School shoes (black, lace-up, leather, traditional style)

Summer:
School shoes (as above) or sandals with heel straps, (e.g. traditional Roman Style)

10. Wanganui High School is a graffiti free environment.  No graffiti is permitted on bags, pencil 

cases or stationery.

11. Students will be cleanly shaven.  Only clear nail polish may be worn.  Only prescription glasses and approved hats, and/or scarves may be worn.

12. Any issues associated with hair length, style, colour, and/or arrangement, will be ruled on by the Principal.  In doing so he will endeavour to reflect the norms of the majority of the school community, as he/she sees them.  It is expected that students will have hair of an appropriate length, natural colour, and style which is not extreme.

13. Any concerns related to uniform should be directed to the appropriate Administration Staff member or  Dean, who may refer the matter to the Principal for a final ruling.
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
